
Pastor’s Notes 
 

School News – I have several items to share with you.  

1) Our Challenge Appeal has reached $71,000, that’s 
$11,000 more than I asked for. God works in mysterious 
ways as we have discovered a shortfall in the budget 
centering around our Benefits package. To date, we have paid all our bills for the school 
but still need an additional inflow of cash (to be determined) to cover what seems to be a 
budgeting error.  

2) We are beginning a new marketing campaign to fill the 230 seats of our school. I am 
calling it Project 230. We know that if we fill each seat of the present classrooms, we can 
distribute the costs over more students. The more students we have the quicker we arrive 
at a balanced budget. We are hoping to not raise the tuition rate for next year. Now we 
need each of you to act as ambassadors. You have tremendous power to reach out to your 
family, friends, neighbors and coworkers and invite them to check out our school and 
consider it an option to educate their children in a Catholic/Christian environment.  

3) Our new marketing campaign involves a new logo. Here is the slogan: I believe in 
Catholic Schools, I believe in Saint Clare. You will see this on Tee Shirts, bumper 
stickers, etc. I am going to ask each of you who share our appreciation for our school, to 
wear a shirt and put a bumper sticker on your car.  

4) Top 40 Reunion Celebration – will be on January 16th. All Alumni of our school from 
1962 to 2002 are invited. We will begin with the 4 pm Mass, followed by a Top 40 
reception. It’s FREE. Food, Fun, Games and Open Bar will be provided (hence the cutoff 
of 2002). We are trying to assemble the largest gathering of Alumni in Saint Clare 
History! Please know that anyone who attended Saint Clare, taught in our school or was 
on our staff is welcomed to attend. Show your support for Catholic Schools and Show 
YOUR support for Saint Clare School! 

 

Our next listening session will be held on Tuesday, January 26
th
 and will focus on ways to pay off 

our Parish Debt. This topic came from our floor at our second listening session. By that time I 
hope to have a 6 month report so you can see how we are doing this year.  As have done with the 
last 3 sessions, we will open the doors at 6:30 pm and begin our listening session at 7:00 pm. The 
night will be complete by 8:30 pm. No matter what age you are, all are welcomed to come and 
lend their voices as we build our futures together. Next up will be a convocation (Listening 
Session) of Youth of our parish. I am anxious to hear their voices.

THANKSGIVING DINNER 

 

 

Before I begin to tell you how successful Thanksgiving Dinner was, let me first thank you 

for your generous donation of $2184.00 that allowed us to purchase everything needed to give 

the homebound, homeless and those who gave to the Hall a first class dinner.  Once again the 

parishioners of Saint Clare came together to help those in need. 

 

This year was truly about giving.  A parishioner named Peggy donated 15 turkeys.  She 

works for Chesapeake Urology and talked them into donating over 20 turkeys and some hams.  

Other parishioners donated turkeys.  The additional turkeys were used toward baskets for the 

needy and others stored in the freezer for the Christmas baskets.  Between Thanksgiving and 

Christmas all the turkeys and hams were given away or cooked.  Vulcan-Hart donated cookies.  

Many were calling to help out with this cause.   

 

Over a three (3) day period, forty-nine (49) volunteers worked approximately 260 hours 

to shop, prepare and serve Thanksgiving Dinner; to sort through and separate all the donated 

clothes; to set up the Hall; and to clean up afterwards.   The core of volunteers who help organize 

Thanksgiving Dinner each year numbers around 10 people.  We are the organizers - YOU are the 

people who make it all work!  Our ability to come together to care for one another and to help 

those in need does not change.  Isn’t that what being a Christian is all about?  Again, those we 

serve cannot thank you enough - for one day they had a meal, warmth and fellowship.  

 

This year again, we cooked between 28-30 turkeys with all the fixings.  Anne, Marge and 

I started cooking the turkeys on Tuesday.  On Wednesday morning, we were joined by many 

volunteers including some younger volunteers who joined us in cooking, sorting clothes and 

setting up the Hall.  The spirit of the younger generation and their desire to help leaves us 

hopeful that the Saint Clare Thanksgiving tradition will carry on.   

 

The Monday before Thanksgiving I was in touch with parishioner volunteers to get a head 

count for delivered meals.  We ran into a problem.  East Side Shelter, near Franklin Square 

Hospital, always asks for 150 meals.  This year when they were called on Monday to confirm the 

number of meals, they said they did not need meals this year because someone had donated 

turkeys and they were going to prepare their own meals.  Panic and prayer!  What are we going to 

do with the food?  Started talking to the volunteers and Anne suggested we contact the Police 

and Fire Departments.  They were more than happy to have the meals.  We prepared 50 meals for 

the Police Department and 25  for the Fire Department 

 

So, 6:30 a.m. on Thanksgiving Day we begin the process of heating up the trays of turkey 

and all the trimmings because at 10:00 am we needed to start filling contains.  I am not sure how 

it happens, but we were organized.  We were so happy to see the young volunteers back from last 

year and more turned out this year.  With Christmas music playing and volunteers singing, we 

formed our assembly line and started filling the containers.  Everyone working together was truly 

a blessing.     

 



    

This year again we fed approximately 400 people.  Tony DeRuggiero, scout leaders  and 

the wonderful Boy Scouts, who give up their time each Thanksgiving, delivered 65 meals to the 

Middlesex High Rise. We thank Betty Sinisi for coordinating the meals at the High Rise.   Marge 

delivered two (2) meals to Riverview Nursing Home.  Mike Pollard and his daughter, Melissa, 

drove around for two (2) hours handing out meals to those standing on the street corners.  Other 

meals were delivered to the homebound who called the Parish Center for a meal.  Paul Smith and 

Dennis Ward delivered fifty (50) meals to the Nehemiah House.  Mary Branch delivered 30 

meals to the Dundalk High Rise.  Anne, Ashley and Meghan delivered the meals to the Police 

and Fire Departments.  Dolores delivered meals to homebound parishioners.  

 

We were very busy in the Hall with homeless visitors and those who came to share 

fellowship. One lady arrived at the Hall around 9 am and waited to be first in line.   I stopped 

counting at 75 people entering the Hall.  Again this year, before eating they would dart for the 

clothes and blankets.  Bags and bags were filled and placed right next to their seat at the table.  

Volunteers waited on them providing them drinks, desserts and additional plates of food and 

conversation.    

 

We had plenty of food!  Our volunteers froze bagged turkey and dressing for the Hot 

Meal Program at Saint Clare.  Mary and Joanne delivered the remaining food to the Baltimore 

Rescue Mission at Central and Broadway in Baltimore City to feed men and women in shelters. 

 

This year our goal was to reach out to homeless on the street.  The main problem we have 

is that they continually move around and it is difficult to locate them.  However, Mary and Keith 

were able to deliver 5 meals.  Below is their stories: 

 

  Mary Branch was driving to Saint Clare on Wednesday to help us prepare the meal.  She 

came by a group of homeless getting ready to board a bus near the Eastpoint Mall.  Mary thinks 

that some organization was taking them to get a shower.  Mary stopped to speak with them and 

asked if they would like Thanksgiving Dinner.  They said, Yes, and Mary told them she would 

meet them at that location at 1 pm on Thanksgiving Day.  They said they would meet her.  Sure 

enough, all 15 did show up and devoured their Thanksgiving meal.  Mary said they were so 

thankful for the food. 

 

Keith, a young parishioner, met Rich at a concert.  Their love for music allowed them to 

become friends.  As time went by, Rich’s mother’s mental illness and irrational behavior forced 

him to quit school in tenth grade because he had no place to live.  Rich eventually got into 

trouble as a juvenile and went before a judge.  The judge told him if he had a drug problem they 

could place him in “rehab “ for 30 days.  He thought it over and decided at least it would give 

him food and shelter, so he agreed.  Released at age 17, the State required his Mom to let him 

live with her.  On his 18th birthday, she kicked him out for good and that is how he ended up in 

tent city in Eastpoint. 

 

 

 



My family and I decided to volunteer at Saint Clare for Thanksgiving maybe because of 

Rich.  He has stayed at our home and my family have all gotten to know him.  My Dad and I 

went to take 30 meals to tent city on Thanksgiving Day.  The people at then city are wary of 

strangers, so when they did not recognize my Dad’s truck, they were apprehensive.  Rich 

recognized me and gratefully accepted our “to go” platters with mounds of food.  Several of these 

people are mentally ill and mentally challenged.  Patrick, their leader, watches over them, and 

cares for the kids who are under-aged.  They exist on the kindness of others.  They asked what 

Church gave the food to them and said they may walk down to Mass once the weather gets 

warmer.  They go to a different church every weekend because they say they are thankful.  

Thanks for the food to feed Rich and his community.  Keith // P.S.  Rich violated his parole so 

now he is in detention....again, food and shelter for 90 days. 

 

Parishioners - this is what your generosity allowed the volunteers of the parish and school 

to accomplish.  Everyone giving a little has a huge impact on the lives of others.  Continue to 

pray for each other and especially our brethren who are in such poor circumstances.
