
Pastor’s Notes 
 

This past Tuesday, we had our fourth listening session on ways to pay off 
our Parish Debt to the Archdiocese of Baltimore. Rounded up, the 
combined total of parish assessment not paid and employee benefits not paid stood at $773,000 
as of December 31st.  Simply put, the archdiocese paid our benefits for us. For your information, 
our school is staying current with this year’s bills but the parish is not. A member of our parish’s 
Finance Council is studying cost centers to see how we are spending money and see if there 
are ways to purchase less expensive supplies and save money. 

 

Those in attendance, were divided in groups that wanted to work on Fund Raising efforts. 
They wanted to look at ways to maximize profits so we could more effectively raise funds. They 
wanted to look at successful ways of other parishes that are doing that.  A second group wanted 
start a campaign to raise our own money to pay it off. This seems to be a good combination for 
us. There are some who cannot afford to make a pledge to a campaign and have the energy to 
do fundraising. There are others that are not interested in raising funds but will respond to a 
campaign.  As long as we all fall into one category or another we will be in good shape. 

  

A couple of points need to be stated here. When I met with the archbishop this past May, he told 
me to just do the best we could. He wanted to see us show a good faith effort to pay down our 
debt. There is no deadline hanging over us, nor are we being charged interest.  I informed those 
gathered that I will go downtown with our plan seeking to get our efforts exempted from paying 
an assessment on the funds we raise. 

  

Next up will be a convocation (Listening Session) of Youth of our parish. It will take place on 
Wednesday, February 24

th. As usual doors will open at 6:30 pm and the session will go from 7 
to 8:30 pm. This session will focus on listening to the voices of Middle School and High 
School Youth sharing with me, my staff and parish leaders what they would like to see us look 
like as a parish.  The stage side of the Hall will be set up for them and the kitchen side of the 
Hall will be for their parents.  I say with a little tongue in cheek that we will keep you busy as we 
learn from our youth how to be a more youth friendly church. I am anxious to hear their 
voices. 

 

As I mentioned last week we are in the process of converting the old maintenance office into a 
gift shop & bookstore.  I suspect that by the time you read this the room will be emptied, it will 
need to be cleaned, walls and ceilings prepared and then painted. If any of you have time to 
spend on this project, it sure would be appreciated. In addition, we will need volunteers to move 
the shop’s items from the Parish Center to the new gift shop and perhaps put some finishing 
touches on the room to make it look welcoming and inviting. Also not too far down the road, we 
will need volunteers to cover the shop once it is open. I am thinking we would like to have it 
opened before and after weekend Masses for at least ½ hour so people can browse at their 
convenience. It would be good to have a team of people who would like to provide this service 
as a ministry to the parish community so that no one person or small group of people feels 
burdened by it. Please consider helping in all of these ways. 

 

Our Challenge Appeal continues as we strive to raise an additional $45,000 to cover the 
budgeting oversight. Our parishioners have been generous with this appeal and monthly second 
collection for the school. Please do what you can to help us. I assure you that whatever you give 
to the school will go directly to our school’s cause and is tax deductible.  

 



Today we are beginning a new marketing campaign to fill the 230 seats of our school for next 
school year. I am calling it Project 230. We need each of you to act as ambassadors. You have 
tremendous power to reach out to your family, friends, neighbors and coworkers and invite them 
to check out our school and consider it an option to educate their children in a Catholic/Christian 
environment. Open houses will begin this Sunday, and we will begin registering students for 
next year then. It is important that we have a strong registration effort as soon as we can to 
show how much we are backing up our desire to keep our school open by making it strong. 

 

Our new marketing campaign involves a new logo. Here is the slogan: I believe in Catholic 
Schools, I believe in Saint Clare. It is simple and to the point. You will see this on Tee Shirts, 
bumper stickers, etc. I ask each of you who share our appreciation for our school, to wear a shirt 
and put a bumper sticker on your car.

Jell-O, Puddings, Rice, Spaghettios, Raviolios, 
Potted meats(homeless), Peanut Butter 
crackers(homeless), Snack Packs of puddings or 
Jell-O (homeless), and any kind of flip top canned 
goods that we can put into our homeless packs.  
Please be sure to check the expiration dates on 
your donations.  We cannot give away food 
that has expired.

CHRISTMAS 2009 
 

Thank you so much for your generosity in helping those families in need this year.   
 

We  provided a great Christmas for 40 families and  91 children had gifts to open on 
Christmas morning.  Of the forty 40 families, 11 were adopted by parishioners for a total of 31 
children.   Of those adopting, we want to thank everyone including George and Mary Delss and the 
Cub Scouts and John and Gina Novak and Grade 5/Religious Education.   
 

When the Saint Vincent de Paul committee talked about Christmas, we were unsure of the 
number needing help but we were sure it would be many families.  So, we had Christmas in July, 
which turned out to be super successful and a Godsend to meeting the needs of all the children.  By 
having so many toys before Christmas, we were able to concentrate on purchasing clothes for the 
children.  In talking with the families, coats, jeans, shoes were the priorities.  I cannot remember one 
family asking for toys.  Toys would be the icing on the cake.  What child does not want a toy 
Christmas morning? 
 

Saint Clare Parish sponsored 29 families - 60 children.  How did this all take place?  We 
started by moving the toys from the Madonna Center to John and Lois Kirby’s house so we could 
spread them out and fill bags for each family.  We are so grateful to Lois and John for the space and 
their help.   Lois and I spent one evening filling bags with age appropriate toys for each family.  All 
the toys were used.   We then moved the bags to the Parish Center dining room.  Barbara Ness, 
Michele Hensler and I hit the store with the best deals and purchased clothes for sixty (60) children 
only spending about $35-$40 per child.  However, because of the sales, we were able to provide 
them with what the adults said they needed.  Karen and Barbara Ness helped sort the clothes and 
organize the bags for easy pickup by the families.  We also provided the families wrapping paper and 
scotch tape. 
 

The day of pickup was an emotional roller coaster. I cannot express how grateful the adults 
were when picking up the gifts.  Tears filled the eyes of many while others were in disbelief that we 
were so generous.  Most I spoke with tell of losing jobs, decrease in pay and just plain hard times.  
Next year they want to be in a better position so they can help someone else.   
 

Below is a letter received : 
 

Dear Ms. Brenda: I wasn’t expecting what I had received.  To be honest, I had no idea 
how to act because nobody has ever been so kind to my family that I’d never met before.  I’d 
like to say that every single gift and kind gesture will never be forgotten.  All the gifts will come 
to great use, and all the outfits were adorable.  I would love to help someone just like Saint 
Clare did for me!  Please let us know if there is anything we can do for another family.  Saint 
Clare is very thoughtful and I am so glad that we met.  Our family had a beautiful Christmas 
and we were blessed so much more by all of your thoughtfulness.  I would have to say that 
Santa was very good to my little girls for their first Christmas and we will never forget it.  I can 
only wish that you had a wonderful Christmas as well and you spent it being surrounded by 
everything that makes you smile, Thank you ...... 
 
Also, it was so cold the day the gifts were distributed.  A parishioner donated two (2) black 

coats.  A Mom came to pick up the gifts for her five (5) children wearing layers of sweaters because 
she did not have a coat.  Just wanted you to know that she left wearing the hooded black coat - it fit 
her perfectly! 

 

Again, none of this is possible without your support.  We are all part of a great team that gives 
of our time, talent and treasure to help those in need.

3) The 2 single biggest factors that account for our Year-to-Date Deficit is the shortfall in Offertory collections and the Facility 

Costs, which together account for $35,057 of the budget variance or almost double our Deficit.

Our Total income is $457,881 versus a Budgeted Income of $473,871, which leaves us with an income shortfall of $15,990.  
Some notes on areas that are at least $5,000 less than budgeted are:

Facilities: Utilities, repairs, insurance,  Parish 
Center, Rectory rehab

As we have stated in our messages to you, below is the Statement of Income and Expense for the parish for the first half of 
the 2010 fiscal year.  We will continue to update you quarterly on the parish's financial position.

Our Total expenses are $501,910 versus Budgeted Expenses of $499,014, which leaves us with an unfavorable expense 
variance of  $2,896, which is all driven by our Facilities Expense.  

1) Day Care is not generating the income we had projected, however, we have spent $11,451 less than budgeted, which 

does not include the savings from having less salaries

2) In the First 6 months of  our fiscal year (July 2009 thru June 2010), we have collected over $20,235 for Haiti, all of which 

has been sent prior to the January disaster

Below is the Statement of Income and Expense for the School for the first half of the 2010 

school (fiscal) year.  We shall be updating you on the school's financial progress quarterly 

hereafter in the same format.

 - Total Income is $10,958 below budget.  Tuition is lower than budgeted because the School has less 

students this year than budgeted and tuition receipts have slowed.  There is typically a catch up period for 

tuition after refund checks are received.  Lower tuition is offset by increased parishioner support this year.

 - Total Expenses are $34,946 above budget due to an underestimate of Employee Benefits because 

health care costs are higher than budgeted.  Facilities expenses are higher than budgeted due in part to 

costs to upgrade the alarm system.
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
